During Year 7, students will learn how to:

Find things out by

· Using data and information sources (different forms of information, the purpose and relevance of an information source and how information can be misleading)

· Searching and selecting (search and navigational techniques, narrowing down a search and assessing the value of information)

· Organising and investigating (use different data handling techniques, checking data, representing and interpreting data, review and adapt the findings as appropriate)

Develop ideas and make things happen by

· Analysing and automating processes (templates and master pages, representing processes as diagrams showing sequences, decisions made etc)

· Modelling (using software to investigate a model)

· Controlling and monitoring (implement a system to carry out a simple control task involving physical data and testing and refining the system)

Exchange and share information by

· Recognising its ‘fitness for purpose’ (eg of text columns in newspaper or graphics on websites, use criteria to evaluate publications and presentations)

· Refining and presenting information (plan and design a presentation using digital media, scanners, digital cameras, microphones etc, edit a presentation)

· Communicating (secure and efficient use of email)

Students will work in pairs, individually and in small groups in order to develop effective learning skills, enabling them to become independent learners.
