Music at Ruislip High School
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Music is a universal language. It is a creative, practical and valuable subject for all pupils. Throughout Key Stage 3 pupils will be exploring a wide range of musical genres from different cultures. They will be introduced to a variety of instruments and will use these to compose and perform music in many different styles. 

At the end of each half terms project pupils are assessed using National Curriculum criteria. Pupils will appraise their own work and the accomplishments of their peers in order to raise their attainment and build on their success. So as to prepare for KS4 the content of each topic mirrors the three aspects examined at GCSE level: performing, composing, listening and appraising. As well as learning to read basic notation during Year 7 pupils will study the following topics, each lasting half a term.

· Song for Peace

· The Elements of Music

· Rhythm - The March and Waltz

· The Gamelan - Music from Indonesia

· Introduction to Keyboards

· Horror Music and the chromatic scale
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At Ruislip High School your child will be given every chance to display their musical achievements to a wide audience via performances and concerts. All students are encouraged to study a specialised instrument of their choice and to gain the skills that are learnt from this experience. The department places a great deal of emphasis on extra curricular activities and there will be opportunities, such as choirs and ensembles for music making outside of the classroom.
