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All pupils study Art and Design. The Curriculum Leader for Art and Design is Mr Lordan. Pupils have a one hour lesson each week. Homework is set every other week. Pupils are given sketch books to do their homework in.

The first project in year 7 is called Self Image. This is an in depth study of pupils personalities, likes and dislikes, and feelings. Pupils undertake a rigorous course of drawing exercises, studying the human face.

Later on pupils use the computer and Adobe Photoshop Elements to  manipulate and change the colours of their school photograph. This image is printed onto acetate. It is projected large onto A1 paper. After drawing out the image, text is added relating to the pupils personality.

By mixing colours pupils are able to blend colours and match these colours to their personality and habits.

The finished work will be displayed in School and at Mount Vernon Hospital.

The second project in year 7 allowed pupils to create Collages of Ruislip High School.

By researching the techniques and styles of Robert Rauschenberg, pupils were able to create their own collages of their School. Pupils were encouraged to use card, to emphasise the front of the school.

In year 8 pupils have begun work on an Animation project. It is hoped that by the end of term pupils will a have worked in pairs to create a one minute animation. Pupils have researched the work of Keith Haring, Marvel Comics and Aardman animations.
These animations will be put onto a Show Reel and local cinemas will be asked to show the work.
