The journey for Ruislip High School began when the

school opened its doors to its first cohort of Year 7

students in September 2006. In its short history, the

school is proud to have been graded Outstanding by

Ofsted in November 2007 and June 2011. The school’s

reputation has grown in the local community as a

school of choice in an area of excellent school

provision. On 1st September 2018, Ruislip High School

joined the Vanguard Learning Trust. Each school in the

Trust has its own ethos, which also complements the

Trust’s vision and values, and the common aspiration

that all students can achieve their potential.

At Ruislip High School we believe in the mantra that ‘hard work equals success’ and this

can be seen not only with our alumni, some of whom have attended the most prestigious

universities in the country, but also in the resilience and character of all our current

students who are academically driven and motivated to make a meaningful contribution

to our society.

The school

runs an extensive ‘above and beyond’ programme that encourages students to thrive

and pursue their interests whether these are extensions to the curriculum such as

science club or more extra-curricular clubs ranging from gardening to Gaelic football.

We are also one of the few schools to offer the Duke of Edinburgh Award at all levels -

Bronze, Silver and Gold. We believe that students continue to develop their self-esteem



and pride through their achievement in lessons and their commitment to enrichment

activities, especially when they have to face new challenges. 

We also ensure that our students have an established and effective ‘voice’. Student

leadership is encouraged throughout the school and leadership teams exist in Year 9,

11 and the sixth form. Year team councils are well established and 2019 saw the

creation of the Ruislip High School Student Parliament. 

It is through students’ positive engagement and sense of ownership that the school

has gone from strength to strength. In 2021, the school opened its new wing which

includes a new state-of-theart Sixth Form centre, right at the heart of the school. This

has further improved the facilities our Sixth Formers have available to them and

ensured that the Sixth Form centre looks as good as the education that it delivers. 

Our vision for Ruislip High School is to build on our excellent foundation, ensuring that

we provide all our students with a broad and balanced secondary education which will

equip them for their future lives.
